Hazardous Waste Regulations


The Panel decided not to make any recommendations to the Executive as it was agreed that a further report needed to be brought to the Panel detailing

(i) the current usage of the Hazardous Waste collection  service and,

(ii) the potential increase in usage of the Hazardous Waste collection service due to the introduction of the  EU Hazardous Waste Directive in July 2005 and the introduction of the EC Directive on Waste Electronic and Electrical Equipment in January 2006. Since the meeting the Council have been informed that introduction of the Waste Electronic and Electrical Equipment Directive had now been delayed until June 2006. 



Update on Green Waste 


The Panel agreed the following recommendations:-



that the Executive Committee be recommended

(i)   that the problems identified in the report be noted, and  

(ii) that approval be given to address these problems by continuing with the solutions outlined in paragraph 3.4, and

(iii) that officers in conjunction with the Portfolio Holder agree a minimum number of houses to trial the paper sacks outlined in paragraph 3.3 to be used as a last resort,

(iv) and that a further report be brought back to the Panel with results of this trial.
