CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS
The Chairman announced the sad news of Ron Spellen, former Three Rivers District Councillor had died of cancer on 5 May 2016.  He was Chairman of this Council in 2010, and was very active in local politics for many years.

Nena, his wife was also a former Chairman of the Council. All Members of Council stood for a minutes silence.

My second charity is Watford & Three Rivers Refugee Partnership

Since its start in 2009 its ‘throughput’ of clients has increased. The caseload has risen from 19 to 79 in 2015.  Key activities remain befriending individuals and families, assisting them with Case Work with local authorities and the UK Border Agency, providing food and other essentials for those with zero or limited recourse to funds, and giving advice and support at the twice weekly Drop-In Centre at St John’s church Watford. This charity is staffed entirely by 18 volunteers.
The guest speaker at the 2016 AGM on 17 February was Richard Harrington MP, one of the key refugee experts in the country.

Finally I have been proud to support The Peace Hospice Watford where children to adults with life limiting conditions are given fantastic care and attention during their final days. It, like other hospices, was a worthy cause to support.  As I have very little lead in time, I wish to thank Councillors’ Chris Lloyd and Eric Bishop for suggestions regarding forthcoming fund raising events. These will be publicised online and I sincerely hope many cross party members, their friends and families will join me and Alison during my term of office. 
I look forward to working alongside Vice Chairman Diana Barber.
