1.
Summary
1.1 This report presents the detailed Compulsory Purchase Order and Appropriation report prepared by Bond Dickinson, the Council’s Solicitors in this matter. This is pursuant to the earlier decision to enter into a Development Agreement for the implementation of the South Oxhey Initiative.
2.
Details

2.1
Following the decision to enter into a Development Agreement (DA) with Countryside Properties and Home Group, the Council must now progress the acquisition of all third party land and interests required for the scheme to be delivered. Whilst it is intended that as many as possible of those land interests will be acquired by agreement, it is necessary to put a Compulsory Purchase Order (CPO) in place to ensure that the Council’s commitments in the DA are met.
2.2
The Council has procured the services of Bond Dickinson to provide it with expert guidance on the formulation of the CPO process and attached is a report that sets out the detailed position. Deloitte Real Estate have also had input to the report.
2.3
It is also necessary to implement an appropriation process on land already owned by the Council to ensure that all those interests are held for the redevelopment purposes now proposed. The attached report sets out the requirements in this regard.
3.
Reasons for Recommendation
3.1
In order that the Council can meet its obligations to provide vacant possession of all the required land in accordance with the DA, it is necessary to implement a CPO and appropriate other interests.
