    EFFECT OF IMMIGRATION ACT 2016 ON APPLICATIONS FOR PERSONAL AND PREMISES LICENCES UNDER THE LICENSING ACT 2003

  


The report advised the Committee on the changes to legislation governing the licensing process that had come into effect. An update was requested by the Licensing Committee following meeting on 8 March 2017 as guidance was not available at the time as it had not been produced by the Home Office.


The Licensing Officer advised that the guidance had come into force on 4 May 2017.    


In response to a Member question on the monitoring of the time period the applicant was able to work, the Licensing Officer advised that for licences issued after 7 April 2017 the Council would issue the licence and the licence would lapse when the entitlement to work lapsed.  Applications prior to this date, the Home Office would need to inform the Council of the right to work lapsing. 
In response to a Member question, it was noted these changes did not cover Temporary Events Notices although the Police would carry out checks as part of public safety.

Upon being put to the Committee, the recommendation was declared CARRIED, the voting being unanimous.
