EFFECT OF IMMIGRATION ACT 2016 ON APPLICATIONS FOR PERSONAL AND PREMISES LICENCES UNDER THE LICENSING ACT 2003. ALSO THE INTRODUCTION OF THE POLICING AND CRIME ACT 2017 AND ITS IMPLICATIONS AND PROVIDE AN UPDATE ON RECENT SUB-COMMITTEE DECISIONS

  This report was to advise the Committee on changes to legislation governing the licensing process which were about to come into effect. There was also an update on recent licensing sub-committee issues. 

Members asked questions, and the following points were made:
· It was not yet clear how checking would be carried out now there was no requirement to check personal licences. Guidance was awaited from the Home Office on this.

· In regard to restaurants, it was the responsibility of the licence holder to check passports and other official documents for their employees. Under the changes in legislation, the Home Office would become a responsible authority. If a licence holder was subject to an immigration penalty, it was likely that the licence would be reviewed or revoked, and the Council would be informed. Guidance was also awaited on this. 


Councillor Steve Drury, duly seconded, moved the recommendations in the report.

Upon being put to the Committee, the recommendations were declared CARRIED, the voting being unanimous.
