	2.1
	Appendix 1 shows a forecast of capital expenditure over the period 2015 - 2019.



	
	Capital Funding



	2.2
	Appendix 2 shows the capital funding over the period 2015 - 2019. It also shows the funding generated in each year. The  Capital Investment Programme is funded from a number of sources which can be categorised as either ‘earmarked’ funding (targeted at specific schemes) or ‘unrestricted’ funding (available to fund any scheme).



	
	Government Grants & Other Contributions



	2.3
	These are grants for specific purposes which may be available from the Government, e.g. Disabled Facility Grants. The Council can also attract partnership funding from other local authorities and agencies e.g. Local Enterprise Partnership (LEP). The Council has also benefited in the past from other funding such as lottery grants. 



	
	Section 106 Contributions



	2.4
	These include contributions from private developers where the Council has been able to negotiate benefits when planning permission is sought (known as Section 106 agreements or planning gain). These are to be replaced, in part, by the Community Infrastructure Levy. Current Section 106 monies are guaranteed.



	
	Capital Receipts Reserve



	2.5
	When the Council sold its housing stock to Thrive Homes Ltd, the Transfer Agreement included a Right to Buy Sharing Agreement whereby the Council is entitled to a share of the post-transfer receipts from Right to Buy sales and a ‘VAT Shelter Agreement’ whereby the Council benefits from the recovery of VAT on continuing works carried out by Thrive. It should be noted that the estimate of funding available from the Right to Buy Sharing Agreement has been increased in the light of the number of houses being sold. Other capital receipts derive from the selling of assets, e.g. land. 



	
	Future Capital Expenditure Reserve



	2.6
	The Council has a general reserve which it has put aside for future capital expenditure. It has the ability, should it wish, to re-designate this reserve for revenue use.



	
	New Homes Bonus Reserve



	2.7
	The New Homes Bonus commenced in April 2011, and match funds the additional council tax raised for new homes and empty properties brought back into use, with an additional amount for affordable homes, for six years. The DCLG has announced a consultation on refining the New Homes Bonus, within the context of the 2015 Spending Review and wider local government settlement, to improve its effectiveness in encouraging and rewarding authorities who are open to housing growth. The consultation does not affect allocations in 2016/17. For the purposes of forward planning, officers have included an estimate of the new homes bonus as unrestricted capital funding. This is on the basis that new homes increase the need for capital expenditure on infrastructure / leisure facilities. For accounting purposes the grant is treated as a revenue contribution to capital expenditure.

	Appendix 1 shows the 2015/16 revised budget and draft budgets for the period 2016/17 to 2018/19. The Committee should note that there three new schemes, detailed under the relevant Committee heading, which require approval for inclusion within the capital programme.

	
	

	6.2
	These new schemes, which total £227K, include the Recycling Infrastructure (£150K), Watersmeet Air Conditioning and Heating (£32K) and The Rickmansworth Work Hub (additional £45K).

	
	

	6.3
	Some schemes are being rephased from 2015/16 to 2016/17 where they are now expected to be completed and the expenditure incurred. (see Appendix 2)

	
	

	6.4
	The capital programme includes capital schemes of £6.509M in 2015/16 (Revised Budget), £6.211M in 2016/17, £2.284M in 2017/18 and £1.533M in 2018/19. The larger capital schemes over the period include Disabled Facility Grants (£2.148M), Waste and Recycling Vehicles (£1.490M), Improving Play Areas (£0.800M), Bury Lake Young Mariners (£1M) and Truck Replacement Grounds Maintenance (£0.825M). (see Appendix 1)

	
	

	6.5
	Appendix 4 shows the scheme costs, the revenue implications, links to the Strategic Plan, and the priorities given to each scheme by officers using the scheme detailed at Appendix 5 to agenda item 14, ‘Financial Planning – Revenue Services’. The schemes are described in more detail at Appendix 6.

	Appendix 3 shows the sources of funding proposed and the balances carried forward at the end of each year.

	
	

	6.7
	The Capital Programme includes an assessment of likely available resources to finance capital expenditure and includes assumptions regarding capital receipts. Capital receipts have been estimated at £1.918M in 2015/16, £1.600M in 2016/17, £2.050M in 2017/18 and £1.525M in 2018/19. In addition, the Council is forecasted to generate £1.004M of Government Grants and Other Contributions, £0.298M of S106 Contributions and £3.412M of New Homes Bonus over the medium term. 

	
	

	6.8
	The Capital Resources carried forward in Appendix 3 details that the revised capital programme once completed in 2018/19 will leave a balance of £3.045M for S106 contributions, £5.174M for the New Homes Bonus Reserve, £932K for the Capital Receipts Reserve and  £3.066M in Future Capital Expenditure Reserve. This will be monitored as the capital programme develops and is revised. 

	
	

	6.9
	Appendix 5 shows a detailed breakdown of all Section 106 contributions currently available to use. The Council carried forward £2.819M into 2015/16 and have received additional S106 contributions of £298K in year. The Council are using £2.6K to fund the capital programme in 2015/16 which leaves a balance carried forward in 2016/17 of £3.115M.
