Overall Aim 
To take steps to reduce the current parking services deficit by 50% during the next financial year (2016/17), and work towards the elimination of the deficit in the 2017/18 financial year.

Taking into account that in order to retain the viability of our local shopping centres, the Council’s policy of two hour free shopper parking be retained, and that in any revised programme this is considered in the light of relevant local circumstances.
