Summary
1.1
Officers have received a request to hold a German Christmas market over 12 days from 10 December 2014 at the Aquadrome. A specific site has not been selected but the organisers are open to suggestions of where this could be held in the grounds.

A copy of the hire request can be found at Appendix 1 and this provides the detail of what the market would comprise.

Some concerns have already been raised, informally, by Members on the use of the Aquadrome for the market and the impact this could have on Rickmansworth High Street. Others have commented that the market may attract more visitors from whom the High Street traders would receive additional custom. The organisers, however, would like to incorporate the local high street and shop keepers. Therefore member’s views are requested in relation to this issue.

The organiser has indicated that they would be open to considering alternative locations for the market within the Town Centre which would produce greater integration with existing traders. However, permission for this and the choice of site would need to be dealt with by Hertfordshire County Council.

This report does not include information on licensing of the event. Organisers will need to arrange this directly with the Council’s Licensing team.

	A German Christmas market, also known as Christkindlmarkt is a street market associated with the celebration of Christmas during the four weeks of Advent. 

Popular attractions at the market include the Nativity Scene (a crèche or crib), Zwetschgenmännle (figures made of decorated dried plums), Nussknacker (carved Nutcrackers), Gebrannte Mandeln (candied, toasted almonds), traditional Christmas cookies such as Lebkuchen and Magenbrot (both forms of soft gingerbread), Bratwurst, and for many visitors one of the highlights of the market: Glühwein, hot mulled wine (with or without a shot of brandy), or Eierpunsch (an egg-based warm alcoholic drink). Both help stave off the cold winter air which sometimes dips below freezing. More regional food specialties include Christstollen (Stollen), a sort of egg bread with candied fruit in Saxony, and hot Apfelwein and FrankfurterBethmännchen in Hesse. 

Many other handmade items, toys, books, Christmas tree decorations and ornaments can be found at a German Christmas Market.

The market we propose will have an array of food and novelties intended to bring family and friends together.

We wish to incorporate local companies and people to sell food and wares to bring the community together as a whole.
