General
Letter received from Chorleywood Parish Council asking that the Rickmansworth and Chorleywood scheme be consistent by applying restrictions to Mon-Fri in both schemes
Schemes apply on Saturdays as appropriate at the request of local consultees.

Ferry Car Park
Letter received from Chorleywood Parish Council stating that although this site is advertised as shoppers’ car park very few people use it as it is a long way from the shops. Points out that there has also been vandalism.
Need to consider the most effective use of this car park taking into account the views of Herts Police following the recent spate of vandalism.
Reassess as part of the review

Lower Road
Concern about the new flats (at5/6 Lower Rd) and whether not the new residents will be able to apply for parking permits even though they have a designated car park. 
Monitor situation and keep issue of supply and demand under review.  
Keep under review

Whitelands Avenue
1 resident stating that the original plans stated there was only going to be a 1 hour parking restriction on the west side of road. 
Restrictions on the east side of road were already agreed in the 2001 consultation and were available for public viewing at the time

Above resident expressed concern about the white posts which have also been erected
Responsibility of Herts Highways

Letter from resident stating that there is still a problem with cars being parked on both sides of the road
Scheme allows adequate space for local traffic.

Letter from resident stating that commuters are now parking in front of the gates to his driveway
Can be resolved by installing white “H” bar. This is a maintenance issue.
Arrange with Parking Shop.

Brushwood Drive
Letter from Whitelands Ave stating that the new parking restrictions are working but there is still cause for concern on Brushwood Drive as commuters are now parking on the grass verge and suggests a single yellow line would prevent this.  
Keep under review

South Road
1 complaint from resident that due to lack of off street parking and double yellow lines outside house visitor will not be able to park near to the house. Expressed concern that with no vehicles allowed on one side of road that traffic will use South Road more

Hillside Road
Letter received from Chorleywood Free Church in Hillside Rd stating that commuter parking has increased dramatically and is now causing problems outside the church. States that they are having problems reserving spaces for hearses at the entrance as cars are already parked at 730 in the morning. They also point out that the church is used during the day for nursery clubs etc and suggest that a four hour maximum stay alongside Hillside Road outside the Church would prevent commuter parking.  
Consider as part of the review.

Letter received from church having been advised that white lines will be painted asking us to put that on hold until they have had a meeting at the end of October

Letter received from resident of Quickley Lane stating concern about the level of commuter parking on Hillside Road. States that there are problems with parents of the pre school club children having to park opposite side of the road to the church which means they have to cross the road where there is poor visibility due to parking. Also points out the restriction to emergency vehicles or any large vehicles. She also states that there have been problems with funerals taking place at the church with the hearse and guests not being able to park next to the church. Advises that some elderly groups who use the church for meetings have had to cancel them as they are unable to park close by. Suggests a 4 hour parking restriction to prevent commuter parking.

Berks Hill
Letter received from resident stating that commuter parking has now moved to this road and parking is now on both sides of the road. He states that the refuse lorry has problems negotiating the road due to parking. Suggests a one hour parking restriction 11am-12pm to prevent commuters parking.

Blacketts Wood Drive
Yellow line on this road finishes before the brow of the hill and people are parking on the brow potentially dangerous 
Discuss with Hertfordshire highways and keep under review
No change at this stage


Letter received from Grenville Court (Chorleywood)) Ltd which represents 38 property owners – expresses concern about the accessibility of emergency vehicles to the properties as she states that the car park is the only access for these vehicles. The parking restrictions on the road have resulted in the car park being over used and some double parking is taking place which could cause possible problems.

Also states that the restrictions on Saturday are causing further problems not allowing residents to park outside their homes.

Suggests a Residents Parking Permit Scheme to prevent commuter parking but allow residents more flexibility.  
Grenville Court did not make representations when the central area scheme was introduced in 2001. Monitor and keep under review.
No change at this stage.

Chorleywood Bottom
Letter received from residents stating that as they have no off road parking they are having to move their cars during the day to avoid the 11-12pm parking restriction. They state that there were no problems with commuters parking there and do not know why the restrictions were put in place. They have complained before and were offered permits in Quickley Lane but these are several hundred yards away from their property. They suggest that they could have parking permits for Chorleywood Bottom so that they are exempt from the restrictions. 
Keep under review

Station Approach
Letter received from Tudor Cars based at No 6 Station Approach requesting two parking spaces outside the premises to accommodate the mini cabs. At present there is a bus bay and double yellow lines. Suggests that bus bay is reduced and lines reduced to create space. Also mentioned the proposed new ranks for Hackney Carriages and requests that he should have spaces allocated as the firm provides transport for the community
Reassess parking arrangements for taxis and private hire as part of the review.

Letter received from Chorleywood Parish Council who have been approached by Tudor Cars for their support for a taxi rank outside the station. Letter asks for confirmation that the yellow lines are there for safety reasons and if he bus bay can be reduced to accommodate a taxi rank.
Bus bay sized as recommended by Herts Highways and lines are there for safety reasons. Four hour parking spaces are available for use as well.

Letter received from Aerial Facilities Ltd who parks occasionally in one of the 4 hour spaces at the station – states concern with the enforcement of these spaces as he has noted that there are several vehicles parked there endlessly but never have a ticket on them and that he has never seen an officer at the Station despite using it twice a week.  

Further letter received stating that unless enforcement officers visit the area twice a day (10am-12pm and again between 2pm-4pm) it will not be possible to tell who has exceeded the four hour restriction. He suggests that a simple parking disc scheme could be implemented so officers can determine who has exceeded the four hour parking restriction. Also suggests that the restrictions should start at 9am so commuters who arrive at 7.30 would not be allowed to park.  
This is an enforcement matter.
Keep under review with the Parking Shop.


Petition received from customers of Tudor cars supporting there request for two parking spaces outside their offices at 6 Station Approach.

Common Gate Road
Letter received from Chorleywood Parish Council stating that commuters are now parking at the corner of this road which is narrow – asks if anything can be done.
Keep under review

Quickley Lane and Capell Way
Letter received from resident stating that they have parked their cars in Capell Way for 30 years without any problems. The new restrictions mean that they have to park in Quickley Lane which is a 50 metre walk from their house and the road is also dangerous as it’s busy and narrow. Suggests that Permit holder bays be placed in Capell Way for the residents who live on the bank.

Quickley Lane/Lower Rd
Email received from resident of Lower Rd (which is on the corner of these two roads with the driveway onto Quickley Lane – (each in a different zonal parking area) stating that his visitor received a ticket whilst parking in Quickley Lane. The visitors permit states that it’s for authorised visitors to properties in Lower Rd/ North Road area.

Permit does not state that it is subject to a zonal parking zone.

Requests that they be issued with a dual permit that covers both areas.
Permit system only allows visitors to park in one zone or the other, and not both, because of the pressure for spaces.
Ensure this is clear on the permits.

Shire Lane
Resident of Shire Lane called to state that no one parked on the right hand side of the hill as you go up, yet a double yellow line has been put there and the left has a single with a one hour restriction. This has resulted in cars coming down the hill having right of way and those going up have to weave in and out. This is the second steepest hill. Would like to see double yellow lines on both sides.
Keep under review with Hertfordshire Highways.
