Item 4B – Hazardous Waste Regulations


This matter was considered by the Public Services and Health Policy Panel held on 8 September 2005.


The Panel decided that the charge for collecting televisions, computer screens and fluorescent tubes be increased in line with those for fridges/freezers, £12.50.  The charge for removing such items for those in receipt of benefits should be 50% of that charge.  The charges are set out in the table under recommendation 2 below.


The Panel agreed the following recommendation:-

The fees for collecting televisions, computer screens and fluorescent tubes be increased to £12.50 in line with the charges for fridges/freezers.
