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“There should also be mention of encouraging homeowners to improve the condition of their homes by publicising measures which are available e.g. the Green Deal. There also needs to be mention of links to the new Health and Wellbeing Board - this board may play a role in improving housing conditions.”

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“Voluntary work can be difficult to monitor - it can be very short-term. It is also available in most local authority areas. On its own (without any other local connection), is it really sufficient to allow housing applicants to apply for housing in the Three Rivers area?”
Strategic Priority 3: Proposed actions
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“Should be more specific on the issue on empty homes. Bringing individual empty homes back into use can be enormously time-consuming with a comparatively small result at the end. What about also referring to the fact that non-residential property can be brought back into use as homes e.g. disused office buildings?”
