Summary
1.1
The Policy and Scrutiny Committee is asked to agree the fees and charges set out in Appendices A and B for leisure activities/ venues for 2008/2009 and to recommend accordingly to the Executive Committee.

Details
2.1 The Policy and Scrutiny Committee is asked to agree or note the following fees and charges which will take effect from 1 April 2008.

The proposed fees and charges for Watersmeet are attached at Appendix A.
2.3
The proposed fees and charges for Outdoor Sports Facilities and Hire of Grounds are attached at Appendix B.

Core charges at the William Penn Leisure Centre, Sir James Altham Swimming Pool, The Centre and Rickmansworth Public Golf Course will be the responsibility of the contractor, Hertsmere Leisure Trust, within the remit of the Leisure Facilities Management Contract specification.
2.5
  It is proposed that the recommendation for the charge for a delivered hot meal and dessert from the Meals On Wheels service providers in Three Rivers, is increased from £2.75 to £3.00. This increase is subject to the outcome of a review being carried out County-wide; the ultimate aim being to have a common pricing structure throughout. 

  Note: All districts across Hertfordshire are currently reviewing their MOW services. Both East Herts and Stevenage Councils have agreed to join a Social Enterprise, a not-for-profit organisation with an operation, which is in the process of being set up, in the north of Herts. A report to Leisure and Community Safety Policy and Scrutiny Committee will be produced in the New Year with details of the MOW operations and any options that may be available for Members to consider for the best service possible for Three Rivers residents over the next few years.
