1.1
  To consider the adoption of the Grove Mill Lane Conservation Area Appraisal as a material consideration in the determination of planning applications.
2.
Details

2.1
On 17 October 2011 the Executive Committee resolved that a public consultation be undertaken on the Draft   Grove Mill Lane Conservation Area Appraisal document. The consultation was carried out over a period of four weeks between 19 October and 18 November 2011 and the comments received have now been incorporated (where appropriate) in the final appraisal in Appendix 1. A summary of the comments received is in Appendix 2. 
3.
Options/Reasons for Recommendation

3.1
Officers believe that the Grove Mill Lane Conservation Area has special architectural and historical interest and a character which should be protected and/or enhanced. An adopted Conservation Area Appraisal which can be used as a material consideration when assessing planning applications will help achieve this aim.

3.2
  The Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 enables Local Authorities to draw up and publish proposals for the preservation and enhancement of Conservation Areas in their Districts, and to consult the local community about these proposals. Public support for Conservation Areas as places that give identity to people and communities is well established.
3.3
Performance indicator DP04 seeks to measure what steps the Council is taking to preserve the character of Conservation Areas through designation, character appraisals and management proposals. The Council has a programme of preparing Conservation Area Appraisals.

Policy/Budget Reference and Implications
4.1
The recommendations in this report are within the Council’s agreed policy and budgets.  Conservation Area Appraisals identify the important aspects of the character and architecture of designated areas and enable some protection of the built environment and character of the District. The recommendations of this report meet the Three Rivers Strategic Plan through the protection and enhancement of the historic environment.

4.2
An adopted Conservation Area Appraisal provides a sound basis for Development Management and for development initiatives to improve the area. It can provide a clear definition of those elements that contribute to the special architectural or historic interest of a place which will enable the development of a robust policy framework for the future management of that area, against which applications can be considered. The Conservation Area Appraisal can also be used to defend a decision to the Planning Inspectorate.

Financial Implications
5.1
  None specific: The Grove Mill Lane Conservation Area Appraisal was progressed by staff from existing budgets and in partnership with Watford Borough Council.

Legal Implications
6.1
  Conservation Areas were introduced by the Civic Amenities Act 1967. The power to designate is now included in the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990. It is the duty of the Local Planning Authority to decide which parts of the area they administer are areas of special architectural or historic interest, the character and appearance of which is desirable to enhance.

The above risks are plotted on the matrix below depending on the scored assessments of impact and likelihood, detailed definitions of which are included in the risk management strategy.
