That the Council count the ballot results ward by ward (or lower) to enable a view to be taken about ward preferences for a new whole-area parish council;

That in the light of the results of (4 and 9) above, the Council reserves the right to come to a post-ballot decision that sets aside the binary ballot decision and might include partially parishing the area.

‘Do you agree to the formation of a new community (parish) council covering the Wards shown on the attached map?’
