Agenda Item 11b – Rickmansworth Parking Scheme

Rickmansworth Park JMI School: - the school authorities have confirmed that the time period applying in the lay-by between 8.30 am - 4pm (weekdays only) would be acceptable with no need for restrictions at other times in the lay by.



The Drive: - On 18 November 2008 a late representation was received from the PNEU School requesting that the 41.5 metre stretch of road immediately in front of the school, between the school zig zag markings, be kept free of parking restrictions and available for teachers to park
