Agenda Item 8a – Consultation and Future Proposals for Leavesden Country Park

The Executive Committee be recommended to note the issues report and Members comments as follows:-

Councillor Susan Bartrick said the maintenance of the paths and vegetation had not been completed and was still outstanding from last Autumn.  The Principal Landscape Officer said the proposals for the management plan would include amending specifications for the new grounds maintenance contract, effective from June 2009;


(2)
Councillor Stephen Giles-Medhurst said Members had made three site visits to the park to discuss maintenance and other aspects, and a number of items had not been completed a year later.  With regard to Appendix B, the list of priorities, it stated that item 29, the access to the SW of the site to Langley Lane, would be completed in year 1 whereas item 30, drawing up proposals to provide detailed costings to construct these proposals, would not be completed until year 3-5. He added that item 6, the children’s play area, item 10, the drains at the entrance car park and the footpath in the lower car park should be priority items and could not wait 3-5 years.  He said the local Police and residents were reporting weekly problems with the Linnet Road gates which were being misused, were in the wrong place and the problems should be addressed now.  He said the first priorities needed to be agreed now so that the bids could be put forward for 08/09. The Principal Landscape Officer said the cost of the work to the Linnet Road gate would be around £1,250 and could be funded from the LAF grant; and

Councillor Susan Bartrick said the BMX facility was popular with the young people and local children but they would like to have higher ramps.
