Social Landlords and Anti-Social Behaviour
Social landlords include local housing authorities, registered social landlords, arms length management organisations and housing action trusts.
Social Landlords have a range of powers to help them deal with anti-social behaviour that takes place in or is related to the homes that they supply.  Social landlords often work in partnership to resolve anti-social behaviour with other agencies such as:
· Community health services
· Police and Community Support Officers

· Education and youth services

· Environmental health services

· Social Services

· Probation services 

· Local businesses

Legislation

The Anti-Social Behaviour Act 2003, The Housing Act 2004 and The Housing Act 2006 built on existing housing legislation and introduced many new powers for social landlords to tackle anti-social behaviour.  Briefly these included powers to carry out the following:

· Demoted tenancies

· Anti-social behaviour injunctions

· Possession on the grounds of anti-social behaviour

· Extended introductory tenancies
· Ability to refuse mutual exchange

· Ability to suspend right to buy
· Anti-social behaviour orders
Private Landlords and Anti-Social Behaviour

Some of the tools for tackling anti-social behaviour are tenure neutral, and can therefore be used to curb the anti-social behaviour of those in private accommodation.  These tools may be specific to the type of behaviour exhibited, for example:
· Noise abatement action
· Closing of crack houses

Or there are more generic means of tackling anti-social behaviour, regardless of tenure, such as:
· Penalty notices for disorder
· Mediation for a neighbour dispute
· Local authorities may initiate civil proceedings under section 222 Local Government Act 1972, to seek injunctions against private tenants of owner occupiers in order to promote or protect the interests of inhabitants in their area
· ASBOs.
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
