The Capital Programme approved by the Council meeting on 14 February 2006 includes a provision of £10,000 in 2006/07 for new free-standing external signs for the following leisure venues:

· Rickmansworth Public Golf Course

· Watersmeet

· Sir James Altham Pool

· The Centre, South Oxhey

· The Aquadrome
