Summary
1.1
  To determine whether Executive Committee wishes to object to the above application.

2.
Details

2.1   A statutory advertisement has been placed in the Watford Observer in connection with an application for a Goods Vehicle Operators Licence. The application is made by The Picture Vehicle Company Ltd, of 51 Pinner Park Avenue, Harrow, Middlesex, and is for use of Fieldways Farm, Harefield Road, Rickmansworth, as an operating centre for 6 goods vehicles.

2.2 The Vehicle Operator Standards Agency has not yet received this application but has advised that this is not unusual. Local residents have 21 days to make an objection in respect of the application from the date the advertisement appears in the local newspaper. 

2.3 Objections against published applications (in the weekly list of applications and decisions)may be made in writing by a Chief Officer of Police, a local authority, a planning authority or a prescribed trade union or association within 21 days after publication of this booklet.  Objections must be made either on the grounds that any of the requirements listed in Section 13 of the Goods Vehicles (Licensing of Operators) Act 1995 are not met and/or that a nominated operating centre will be unsuitable for use as such.  A copy of the Objection must be sent by the objector to the applicant at the same time that it is sent to the Traffic Commissioner.  The onus of proof in terms of the grounds on which an Objection is lodged lies with the objector. 

2.4 Members will be aware that Harefield Road is rather narrow at this point and, in the absence of any other details concerning the application in respect of numbers of journeys for the 6 vehicles etc it is suggested that the proposed operating centre is unsuitable for such a use.
