CONSIDERATION OF   RECOMMENDATIONS FROM THE PUBLIC SERVICES AND HEALTH POLICY PANEL 


Summary


  

  To receive the recommendations of the Public Services and Health Policy Panel held on 6 June 2006 in relation to Item 5 on the Executive Committee agenda as follows:


Item 5a – Clean Neighbourhoods and Environment Act 2005 – Dog Control

 Orders.


The Executive Committee is asked to agree:

1.
that a Dog Control Order, as detailed in Appendix 1, is made restricting the maximum number of dogs to six that may be taken on land.

2.
that the date of the Dog Control Order is 4 July 2006 coming into force on 25 July 2006

3. that officers investigate with Parish Councils, the possible adoption of a Dog Control Order in relation to dog fouling to cover both specified Council and Parish land.

UPDATE

The recommendations to Executive Committee from Public Services and Health Policy Panel 6 June 2006 related to the adoption of a Dog Control Order restricting the maximum number of dogs that can be taken onto land were made prior to a Local Government Association Alert that was received on 19 June 2006. 

The Alert advised that DEFRA state that if a Council adopt any dog control order under the Clean Neighbourhood and Environment Act that applies to land previously designated under the Dog (Fouling of Land) Act then the Act relating to fouling ceases to be in force. The reasoning being that it would be confusing for residents if land is designated for dog fouling with the stipulated £50 fixed penalty ticket under the Dog (Fouling of Land) Act and the same land is also designated for the maximum number of dogs on leads under the Clean Neighbourhood & Environment Act where the fixed penalty is different. 

It is therefore recommended that the proposed Dog Control Order as detailed in Appendix 1 is not adopted.

Item 5b – Review of the Food Law and Health and Safety Law Enforcement

 Service Plans.


The Executive Committee is asked to agree:

1. the endorsement of the proposed new alternative inspection strategy to deliver the Council’s statutory requirements in relation to food and health & safety enforcement duties;

2.
that the proposed increase in hours for the Environment Officer be approved 
on a cost-neutral basis with a corresponding reduction in the Private Sector 
Partner budget;

3.
that a detailed report on a “scores on the doors” policy be submitted to a future meeting of the Panel.
