Agenda Item 7d – Aquadrome Forum – Meetings in 2010/11 and Changes to Car Park Opening Hours

the Executive Committee be recommended:

that the opening time for the Aquadrome Car park be unchanged at 8am and the closing times be 8.30pm from May-September inclusive and 6 pm from October-April inclusive; but that this should not be introduced until the outcome of the licensing application for a change of operating hours on behalf of the Café in the Park has been determined; and

that the matter of car park charging for the site be considered as part of any proposed district-wide scheme.
