· the type and quality of the broadcasting training to be offered by Youth FM with reference to its potential for trainees to obtain employment in broadcasting

· details of the selection process

· how the proposed broadcasts would be advertised and

· a condition that the beneficiaries of the training funded by the grant would be Three Rivers residents, with grant funding being paid on a pro-rata basis. 


Additional information supplied is set out below


Youth FM
The training has been designed by the radio company. It will include basic training in radio and advice over what can be publicly broadcast. Trainees will be awarded a certificate outlining their achievements. They will also receive advice and help accessing local colleges and radio establishments to provide work experience placements. The applicant also sent details of a young person who took part in a previous broadcast in Watford who went on to become a radio producer in Bedford.

The applicant is working with Youth Connexions visiting local schools and working in consultation with local police. Potential trainees will be invited to SO Youth which is based at South Oxhey and run by Youth Connexions. In addition advertisements within South Oxhey are being placed. The applicant has offered to provide evidence of the visits to the local groups and organisations. 

Promotion of the broadcasts will be through the variety of media including Channel Mogo which is the Youth Connexions web site. Youth FM have a listen live button on this site. There is a dedicated Facebook page. Arrangements are being made to have T. Shirts and flyers printed. Youth Connexions will also approach local groups and individuals to be interviewed for the broadcast.

It cannot be said with certainty the number of young people trained who will be from Three Rivers. The applicant estimates it will be 80% since the project has not made a policy of rejecting approaches from persons outside the area. However, advertising and promotion will be exclusively South Oxhey. Members may note that the recommendation of a grant is for 10% of the total project cost and that the wider beneficiaries of the broadcast will be Three Rivers residents.

Any members of Youth FM will be accompanied by a person from Youth Connexions to ensure CRB/ safeguarding requirements.

Members observed a considerable divergence between expenditure and income in the 2008/09 financial summary for the application from Nine Lives Furniture Recycling. They wished for full accounts and a business plan to be supplied to the Executive Committee.

Additional information is set out below.

Nine Lives Furniture Recycling
Full accounts were submitted with the application and printed copies will be supplied to members of the Committee.

The Voluntary Sector Funding Officer requested a business plan and discussed this with the Manager Marie Frost. She advised that she took over in July 2009 and has made a review of current operations. These have resulted in:

· The appointment of a freelance fundraiser. This person is implementing a fundraising action plan.

· A review of pricing of furniture items

· Introduction of a policy of only offering discounted prices on receipt of proof of either the purchasers income or evidence they receive benefits.

There is a formal business plan but this is at least two years old and is being superseded by this new regime. However it can be submitted if still required.

· Mill End & District Community Association wish to hold a Community Day similar to the one supported last year. There have been modifications made in response to visitor feedback and involvement with local schools.
· Youth FM plan to train 15 young people to broadcast to South Oxhey area over a 7 day period. This would allow local organisations and young people to address community issues such as anti-social behaviour and substance misuse.
· Nine Lives Furniture Recycling renovate unwanted furniture thus reducing the material going to landfill. They wish to purchase a storage container to allow for larger donations from residents.
· Croxley Green Baptist Church wants to purchase IT equipment to enhance their Youth Café and allow young people to take part in workshops. It will also be made available to elderly people especially single and widowed.

An event is planned along the same lines as the one held 28th March 2009. The Committee has collected feedback from this event and made alterations in light of this. This includes:

· The event will be an hour longer than last year. 

· Maple Cross School has been identified as being isolated and has been invited along with Mill End Schools.

· The Arts Development Officer will be organizing an arts project to be showcased. This will result from professional artists visiting local schools 
The event is planned for March 2010.

The number of direct beneficiaries would be 15 young people trained to broadcast but the indirect number of beneficiaries and listeners is dependent on the success of marketing.

	How project meets council priorities

Summary- The project aims to work with a vulnerable section of the community (young people) in an area of relative deprivation (South Oxhey) with the purpose of contributing to community safety.

· The project is actively working with partnership organisations such as local schools, Youth Connexions (and their website Channel Mogo), the Police and local organisations involved in substance misuse.

· The project also has youth appeal in using a medium many young prefer to access and by involving young people in communicating messages about anti-social behaviour. This makes it a more credible medium.

· Young people are being actively trained in broadcasting.

· The applicant has experience of marketing similar initiatives. A similar initiative recorded 150 daily telephone calls and 230 texts which is high for this project.

· The Chairman of Youth FM also has experience in marketing radio. The applicants have detailed how they will use T shirts, flyers, Facebook and other internet advertising.

· The Community Safety Officer was consulted on this application. She stated that she had not received a Community Safety Grant application. She did confirm that this type of project would warrant serious consideration and likely have Police support.

Members may therefore consider that an offer to fund 10% of the total project cost would demonstrate public support for the project objectives.

Currently the organisation needs to refuse items through lack of storage resulting in a higher proportion of items going to landfill. They wish to purchase a suitable storage container for donated furniture to be cited externally.
The amount of furniture likely to be saved from disposal is dependent on how widely known this facility is. However anecdotal evidence from the applicant is that there has been an increase in both donations and interested purchasers.
The container will be purchased as soon as funds become available.

The organisation wishes to purchase further equipment to, what it refers to as, the Youth Café.  
The facility is used by all members of the community. The intention is to run workshops which will enable the creative use of computers and to create music for the young. Elderly community members will be instructed in computer technology to enable greater access. The café area will be used as a social area especially for single or widowed elderly.

The church estimates that between 45 to 50 young people aged 11-14 and about 15 people aged 15-18 use the Youth Café. The numbers of elderly vary but these would be between 30-35.

The workshops using computer equipment would commence when the equipment has been purchased.
