Summary
1.1
  To consider the results of consultations at various locations.

Details

2.1
The Council has carried out consultation as follows.

Roman Gardens/Station Road, Kings Langley

2.2
This parking scheme was formally implemented in June 2010 following extensive consultation with the local community.  A commitment was given to review the scheme through further local consultation after the initial six months of operation.  Informal consultation with residents by letter and questionnaire took place in February/March 2011.  An oral update will be given at the meeting.

Shire Lane, Chorleywood

2.3
Informal consultation has taken place, at the request of local residents in view of concerns that local traders are parking in the lower section of Shire Lane (instead of using the business permit spaces in the Ferry Car Park), thereby restricting parking for residents. Consultation took place by letter and questionnaire asking residents for their views on revised arrangements to extend the hours during which the residents’ parking scheme apply. An oral update will be given at the meeting.

Capell Way/Capell Road Chorleywood

Informal consultation with residents has taken place by letter and questionnaire on alternative measures to prevent all-day commuter parking. An oral update will be given at the meeting.

Ryman Court, Chorleywood

The Council is working with residents to find a solution to the parking difficulties they experience as a result of parking associated with the neighbouring JMI School.


Valley Road, Rickmansworth
2.6
Following informal consultation when there was a consensus of view on the need for new parking restrictions to prevent obstructive commuter parking, formal consultation has taken place on a proposed new parking order.  Details of this scheme are appended.  An oral update on the formal consultation will be given at the meeting.
2.7
Consultation on a number of smaller parking schemes was carried out at the same time, and details of each scheme are appended.  Schemes are for Blacketts Wood Drive roundabout, Chorleywood; Common Road (opposite the Memorial Hall), Chorleywood; Shirley Road junction with Langley Lane, Abbots Langley,: Parrotts Close, Croxley; Gallows Hill Lane (west slip road access), Abbots Langley; Sherfield Avenue junction with Harefield Road, Rickmansworth; and High Elms Lane, Abbots Langley.  A scheme is also being prepared for the junction of Carpenders Avenue/Penrose Avenue, Carpenders Park and an oral update will be given.

Formal consultation on the various parking schemes ends on Friday 17th June. An appendix including officer comments, will be provided and updated for reporting to Executive Committee, when Members will be asked to make a decision. Plans will be available at the meeting.

Options/Reasons for Recommendation

In each case representations have been received to the proposals as indicated in the appendix.  Officer comments are also included.

The above risks are plotted on the matrix below depending on the scored assessments of impact and likelihood, detailed definitions of which are included in the risk management strategy. The Council has determined its aversion to risk and is prepared to tolerate risks where the combination of impact and likelihood are plotted in the shaded area of the matrix. The remaining risks require a treatment plan.

In the officers’ opinion none of the new risks above, were they to come about, would seriously prejudice the achievement of the Strategic Plan and are therefore operational risks.  The effectiveness of treatment plans are reviewed by the Audit Committee annually.
