Appendix 1 Description of proposed new parking schemes, May 2011 

THE THREE RIVERS DISTRICT COUNCIL (WAITING RESTRICTIONS) (VARIOUS LOCATIONS INCLUDING VALLEY ROAD) ORDER 2011
Valley Road, Rickmansworth

Problem

Residents of Valley Road and the local area have reported inconsiderate commuter parking.

Consultation

The consultation indicated that:

·         17 of the 18 who responded were in favour of the yellow lines.

·         and that 12 of the 18 accepted our suggested operation times.

However, there were 5 representations where residents requested that a single yellow line (commuter-ban) be provided in the section of Valley Road between Chorleywood Road and The Drive.

We had intended to leave this section uncontrolled for use by commuters, however, after further consideration, and on the basis that none of the residents require on-street parking, it was decided to propose double yellow lines on both sides of this section of Valley Road.

Proposals

A plan of the proposals to take forward to statutory consultation is attached for your final agreement.

Link road between Carpenders Avenue and Penrose Avenue, Carpenders Park

Problem

A resident has reported obstructive and potentially dangerous parking on the above junction.

Investigation

A site investigation has confirmed that vehicles parked close to the junction would reduce highway safety.

Proposals

A plan of the proposals to take forward to statutory consultation is attached for your final agreement.

Quickley Rise/Quickley Lane Junction, Chorleywood
Problem
A resident has reported obstructive and potentially dangerous parking on the above junction. The parking also damages the grass verges.

Investigation

A site investigation has confirmed that vehicles parked close to the junction would reduce highway safety.

Proposals

A plan of the proposals to take forward to statutory consultation is attached for your final agreement. The proposed double yellow lines would enable the Council’s enforcement service to issue penalty charge notices to vehicles parked on the carriageway and/or verges.

Blacketts Wood Drive, Chorleywood
Problem
A local motorist has reported obstructive and potentially dangerous parking near the school gates in Blacketts Wood Drive during the school-run. It is reported that vehicles park on the roundabout and its approaches.

Investigation

A site investigation has confirmed the reports.

Proposals

A plan of the proposals to take forward to statutory consultation is attached for your final agreement. The proposed double yellow lines would enable the Council’s enforcement service to issue penalty charge notices to vehicles parked on the carriageway and/or verges.

Common Road (opposite the Village Hall), Chorleywood
Problem
The Parish Council has reported obstructive and potentially dangerous parking opposite the Village Hall each side of the access and egress roads to the car park.

Investigation

A site investigation has confirmed the reports.

Proposals

A plan of the proposals to take forward to statutory consultation is attached for your final agreement. The proposed double yellow lines would enable the Council’s enforcement service to issue penalty charge notices to vehicles parked on the carriageway and/or verges.

Shirley Road j/w Langley Lane, Abbots Langley
Problem
A number of local drivers have reported obstructive and dangerous parking in Shirley Road near the mini-roundabout. 

Investigation

A site investigation has confirmed that the reported parking is obstructive and dangerous.

Proposals

A plan of the proposals to take forward to statutory consultation is attached for your final agreement.

Parrotts Close, Rickmansworth
Problem
A resident has reported obstructive and dangerous parking in at the junction and on the bend approaching the junction.

Investigation

A site investigation has confirmed that any parking at the junctions and/or bend between the junctions would be obstructive and dangerous.

Proposals

A plan of the proposals to take forward to statutory consultation is attached for your final agreement.

Gallows Hill Lane (west slip road access), Abbots Langley
Problem
Residents of properties fronting a recently introduced short length of double yellow line have requested it’s downgrading to a single yellow line.   .

Investigation

The main objective of the recently implemented proposals was to remove non-resident parking from the service road. The double yellow lines near the slip road are desirable to ensure good access for any large vehicles using the slip road. However, it is considered that, at this location, the removal of the double yellow would not create an obstructive or dangerous situation.

Proposals

A plan of the proposals to take forward to statutory consultation is attached for your final agreement.

Sherfield Avenue (northern arm) j/w Harefield Road, Rickmansworth
Problem
A local driver has reported obstructive and potentially dangerous parking on the bend in Harefield Road, opposite its junction with Sherfield Avenue.

Investigation

A site investigation has confirmed that the reported parking, if left uncontrolled, is obstructive and potentially dangerous.

The Council is also aware that there is a demand for night time on-street parking by residents of the residential moorings on the nearby canal and of the terrace of cottages 2 to 16, Harefield Road. It is necessary therefore to seek and acceptable balance between the two requirements.

With this in mind, it is considered that it is possible to provide a short length of kerbside parking, sufficient for two vehicles between 9pm and 8am the next day, at the location shown on the attached plan.

A driver’s forward visibility to vehicles parked in the location would be in excess of the vehicles safe stopping distance.

Proposals

A plan of the proposals to take forward to statutory consultation is attached for your final agreement.

High Elms Lane, Abbots Langley
Problem
A resident has reported obstructive and dangerous school-run parking close to her vehicular access to her property opposite the Parmiter’s School.

Investigation
The access to the residential property is shared with access to adjacent commercial premises and also lies on a busy walking route, for students, moving between school facilities on each side of the road. 

A site investigation has confirmed that any parking in the area on that side of the road would be obstructive and dangerous.

Proposals

A plan of the proposals to take forward to statutory consultation is attached for your final agreement.
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
