  To receive the recommendations of the Sustainable Environment Policy and Scrutiny Committee held on 9 March 2010 in relation to the following items on the agenda for the Executive Committee on 29 March 2010.

Agenda Item 8a – New Parking Schemes

that the Executive Committee be recommended:


(1)
that the Three Rivers District Council (Abbots Road, Little How Croft, Gallows Hill and Kindersley Way, Abbots Langley) (Waiting Restrictions) Order 2010 be implemented;

(2)
that the Three Rivers District Council (Kindersley Way and Abbots Road, Abbots Langley) (Waiting Restrictions) Order 2010 be implemented; and

(3) that the Three Rivers District Council (Gallows Hill Lane Slip Road, Abbots Langley) (Waiting Restrictions) Order 2010 be implemented; and

(4) that the effect of the restrictions be monitored and reviewed at the end of one year of operation.


Agenda Item 8b – Transport Programme 2010 – 2011


that the Executive Committee be recommended to adopt the Transport Programme 2010/11 as set out in the agenda report.

Agenda Item 8c – Three Rivers   Sustainability Action Plan 2010

that the Executive Committee be recommended that the Three Rivers Sustainability Action Plan 2010 be approved.

Agenda Item 8d – All Saints Lane and Lavrock Lane, Croxley Hall Woods

that the Executive Committee be recommended:


(1)
that All Saints Lane be resurfaced with tarmac (Option 1) subject to a formal agreement being entered into with residents having rights of access, to provide match funding of 50% of the total cost;


(2)
that a contribution towards the cost of reconstruction be secured from the Hertfordshire County Council Rights of Way Team and pursued as a matter of urgency;


(3)
that, subject to 14.1 and to a satisfactory cost price being obtained, a maximum of 50% of the total cost of resurfacing be met from the Council’s Estate Roads and Paths capital budget; 

(4) that the safety of walkers, horseriders and cyclists be adequately addressed; and 

(5) that the Chief Executive write to the County Council to request as a matter of urgency that at the least a firm timescale and preferably an agreement be forthcoming on the publication of an Order for All Saints Lane and Lavrock Lane in an easterly direction as far as Harvey Road to be upgraded from a footpath to a bridleway, together with the Buddleia Walk as far as Mill Lane and including other footpaths to be recorded through the Buddleia Field.
