	Abbots Road
	Would like to confirm our full agreement to the proposals.  We fully concur with the statement of reasons that the existing waiting restrictions are not sufficient to prevent obstructions and inconsiderate parking.  The current restrictions have simply moved the commuter parking further up the hill causing manoeuvring difficulties for residents and danger to other traffic.

We have already witnessed a collision between a bus and a parked vehicle because of the restricted carriageway width between vehicles and we have also witnessed a near miss arising because of restricted sight lines when reversing out of a driveway between parked vehicles. We have also suffered from a partial blockage of our driveway by an inconsiderate commuter which prevented us from leaving or entering our drive.  All of these incidents have occurred in the last six months.    
	Implement the scheme

	Abbots Road
	We are totally in favour of the proposals outlined in the Bond Pearce letter and are anxious that these plans are implemented as soon as possible.  Since the Order of 2007 all the problems suffered by the owners at the bottom of Abbots Road simply transferred to the owners further up.  The parking now causes very dangerous situations and several times we have witnessed that buses simply cannot get past the parked vehicles. Mothers with children and prams have great difficulty getting past and the partially sighted have a terrible time.  Getting in and out of our own property is very dangerous and we have had several near misses where we simply could not see past the parked cars.  A bad accident is simply waiting to happen.  
We do have sympathy with car owners using the station since the daily parking charges are outrageous and in addition to the steep railway travel costs.  However, it is not right that they make savings at the expense of local resident’s safety and amenity.  

We have only one question regarding this Order and that is “does it extend far enough?”  Our house is the last but one property which will have a waiting restriction outside, on the South East side of Abbots Road. Virtually every working day we get commuters parking outside our property and experience all the difficult and dangerous situations this brings.  We cannot believe that the need to walk a further 20 or 30 yards will stop commuters from parking outside our neighbours properties further up.  We would not wish our neighbours to suffer as we have done by the making of the earlier order, and by the problem simply being moved up the road.  
	

	Abbots Road
	We fully support your proposal for suitable and adequate parking facilities for residents under the TRO.  Reasons for supporting proposal are as follows: -

We have been involved in near accidents when pulling out of our drive because we have restricted vision due to the parked cars outside our house and our neighbour’s houses.

Our daughter travels home from school on the bus that travels up Abbots Road and has had to get off before her stop, in the middle of the road because the bus has been unable to proceed up Abbots Road due to parked cars on both sides of the road.  
	

	Abbots Road
	My husband and I fully support the proposed measures outlined in your document.  The all-day parking by commuters from Kings Langley station, in addition to the short-term parking and builders’ vans, creates a danger for residents trying to get off their property because sightlines are obscured and traffic coming up and down the road is negotiating, in effect, a chicane of parked vehicles.  We think that the proposals to introduce parking restrictions as indicated will be of great benefit.  
	

	Abbots Road
	We have looked at the plan, and we are very pleased that this method has been suggested, and hope it will be carried out as soon as possible.  
	

	Abbots Road
	I welcome the extension of the parking restriction in Abbots Road, but note that it only extends up the road by a further 7 houses.  I doubt will solve the problem as it is relatively little additional distance for a commuter parker to walk.  Is there a reason why it is not extended further?

If it can’t be extended beyond number 182 Abbots Road then please take this letter as my approval to your proposal as now drafted.
