	Kindersley Way
	Wholehearted support for this scheme, the present restrictions cease outside my property.  Therefore, commuters for the station at Kings Langley start to park outside my house, causing a great deal of inconvenience, not only with access to and from my driveway, but also by blocking the view up and down the road and thus making exiting my property quite hazardous as the line of sight is severely restricted.  

I am also very mindful of the damage to the grass verges caused by the constant parking adjacent to or vehicles actually being dumped up on the kerb.  At times during the winter the whole pavement area can become a mud bath and it is extremely unsightly not to mention unnecessary. 
I hope that the new scheme will be implemented as I feel it will enhance not only the safety aspect of accessing my property but will also go someway to improving the overall environment.   
	The proposals are in line with earlier consultations and, despite some objections, it is recommended that they be implemented in order to prevent all day commuter parking and obstruction to the highway.

	Kindersley Way
	Raises objection to the proposed changes to traffic restrictions. When I moved into the road 5 years ago I was aware that there was an hours restriction daily on parking in our road between 11am and 12am daily, and that this was in place to deter commuters using Kings Langley station, from parking in the road and blocking the highway and causing a nuisance to the residents in the road.

This works perfectly well and allows residents to park in the road  after 12am outside their homes.

The new restrictions will adversely affect residents from having clear access to their own properties and deter visitors to our homes in the afternoons.  This will also probably affect the value of property by causing unnecessary parking restrictions.  It will force residents with several cars to park further up the road causing problems in the narrowest part of the road at the top end.

If the Council is concerned about obstruction to the highway, the clearest way forward is not to extend the time of restriction, but to grasscrete the verges to encourage off road residential parking, and maintain the hour restricted period to continue to deter commuters from using the road.

	I object to the introduction of schedule 2 no waiting Mon to Friday (inclusive) 1pm to 2pm and schedule 3 no waiting Mon to Friday (inclusive) 2pm to 3pm.

The above would mean that I’d be unable to park outside my house while at work.

Existing restrictions being re-enacted schedule 1 would have no detrimental effect on my as outside 83 metres east of the junction.

	We are in favour of the new parking proposals being considered for Kindersley Way.

	Would like to express appreciation and support for the waiting restrictions that are to be imp9osed on Kindersley Way.

We are blessed with long driveways on this residential road, giving each household enough room for at least two cars.  Unfortunately due to the proximity of Kings Langley train station we get a large amount of commuter parking along our road.  this has become worse since parking restrictions were imposed on Abbots Road about a year ago as it has pushed more commuters up our road.  

It is becoming increasingly difficult to reverse up and out of our steep driveway and turn onto the road due to cars parking so close to the drive that vision up and down the road can be severely limited.  The introduction of parking restrictions will make it much easier and safer for residents to exit their own properties, and also for us to park on the road if necessary or for visitors to our houses to do so. 

We would like to express our gratitude for the initiative shown by Three Rivers District Council in addressing this issue and hope that these measures will not only make Kindersley Way a safer place, but also a more pleasant place to live.

	I object to the proposals you make further restricting parking on Kindersley Way, a residential road well away from the village centre or any industrial area.  It will prevent me and my visitors from parking outside my own home.  Should this proposal be adopted, I along with commuters and students would just end up parking further up Kindersley Way past where the restrictions end.  The proposal solves nothing and will just add more inconvenience to residents.  

When I moved into this address there was never any issue with student or commuter parking in the area, until the council decided to prevent parking along Station Road, under the M25 flyover.  

Another recent factor making parking for residents difficult is the lack of planning on the part of the council when opening a new Engineering College in Kings Langley.  No parking provisions were made before the college opened, so now students are parking anywhere they can find in the locality.

	Whilst parking has steadily worsened over the years for residents, not just in Kindersley Way but surrounding areas, I feel that the proposals will only push the problem further up the road, as we have seen with current restrictions in place at the bottom on the road.

We have three sons who attend college/university where no parking facilities exist, therefore, some days their vehicles are parked outside the house.  I am concerned that should these restrictions be installed I will have to return home at 2pm every week day to move them.  Obviously this is not possible unless of course free parking permits were issued.

I feel the only possible solution to this ongoing problem in the area would be to make the station car park more affordable for commuters and students.  Whilst walking through the car park recently I noticed that the current charge is £5.30 a day, and there were only a handful of cars parked there, so why the need for a 2nd floor.  This would solve the problem and there would be no need for unsightly signs and lines.

	I understand that the proposed restrictions are meant to deter people who leave their vehicles all day whilst travelling to work on the train.  My concern is that this will only push the problem further up the road and prompt the restrictions to be extended ad infinitum.  Although I can understand the annoyance felt by the residents concerned, I do have some sympathy with the motorists.  Unless they are a safety hazard or causing or causing an obstruction, I don’t believe they are breaking any law, and the charges levied for station parking in this area are extortionate.  
It has been said to me that “everyone in the road has a garage and parking space for at least two cars so what’s the problem”?  Whilst that it true of many properties, the original garages and driveways can be too narrow for the most mode cars.  You may be able to get one into an empty garage, but cannot open the car door sufficiently to get in or out.  Even if they are happy to sacrifice part of their garden some residents cannot afford the cost of what can be a major project in some cases.   There is also the possibility of damage to drains and water supply pipes from heavy digging equipment.  If these restrictions are justified then the complete solution is to provide resident’s parking permits to which the answer, I’m sure will be that will cost money.  There is already a cost involved in providing signage and policing the system and I cannot accept that the provision of a simple permit, for which any resident who wants to take it up, would pay a reasonable annual fee, would incur any great extra cost.  After all there have been other council projects that give far less value for money.
