	Gallows Hill Lane
	Whilst it would appear that implementation of the proposals should relieve the existing commuter parking it does appear that there has been no consideration of those local residents who may work at night, e.g. nurses, policemen, etc.   They will, presumably, go to bed shortly after arriving home and would not expect to have to move their vehicle to avoid the 1-2 p.m. parking ban.  Although I have lived here since 1957, there have been so many changes of local residents that I really cannot indicate if there are any who fall within the above category, nevertheless I do believe their position should be considered. 
	The proposals are in line with earlier consultations and, despite some objections, it is recommended that they be implemented in order to prevent all day commuter parking and obstruction to the highway.

	Gallows Hill Lane
	As residents in the road we can understand the frustration of those who live in the slip road when people using Kings Langley BR station park their cars in the slip road all way whilst they travel to London.

However as we live on the main road we hope that by putting the parking restrictions in the slip road it does not just transfer the problem to the main road, which could cause difficulties for those that live on the main road to access their driveways safely. The majority of the home owners in the slip road have driveways for up to three cars and this is not so for home owners on the main road. 

Traffic comes at a speed down Gallows Hill Lane and parked cars would only add to the problem and in the recent bad weather the road has been treacherous when left un-salted and traffic congestion builds up very quickly if there is a problem getting up/down the hill and at peak travel times.  Therefore perhaps you should also consider putting the parking restrictions at the bottom of the main road as well, so as not to just move the problem from one area to another.  
	

	Gallows Hill Road
	Welcomes the news of the proposed parking restrictions.  Situation has been made worse by the implementation of parking restrictions in Abbots Road, Little Howe Croft and Kindersley Way. 

To our knowledge, none of the residents here are objecting to short term parking, it is what we all do when visiting family and friends, etc.

The main bone of contention has always been the inconsiderate and persistent commuters that see this road as a convenient and free annex to the nearby railway station car park, parking here for up to 14 hours a day, every day Monday to Friday.  More recently they have been jointed by students from West Herts Engineering College, Kings Langley due to the inadequate parking facilities provided there.

As you can imagine, this makes life very difficult for the local residents, a lot of whom are retired and are frequently coming and going throughout the day.  Our concern is that one or two of the more determined and belligerent offenders could simply mount the grass verge (from the slip road side) over the proposed single yellow line) and park on the grass, between the younf trees.  So maybe you need to think of something to counter that distinct possibility i.e. wooden posts.
Your proposals for double yellow lines – “no waiting at any time” at either side and opposite the slip road entrance are long overdue, being very much a safety issue.  Presently, parked vehicles make it virtually impossible to turn into the slip road in one manoeuvre, sometimes having to reverse into the main road, with its on-coming traffic, to complete the turn. 

These proposals, if implemented, will only be effective if policed correctly.  For example, at the bottom end of the slip road at the turning point commuter persistently park over the words “No Parking” and nothing apparently happening to them.

We sincerely hope that your proposed waiting restrictions are approved and implemented as soon as possible for the good of all concerned.

Schedule 1 - No Waiting At Any time - North and South side of entrance into slip road and turning area at bottom.

Schedule 2 - Restricted Waiting - North side, next to houses

 

Couldn't you have all of this area residents parking only and issue residents with permit stickers for their own vehicles with, possibly, a visitor pass per house? Alternatively, have No Waiting At Any Time in any of this area ie double yellow, unless you are a resident and issue residents parking permits

 

Most houses are either 3, 4 or 5 bedroom and so usually have between 3 and 5 cars each so residents parking only for Schedule 2 would alleviate the challenge and allow people like me who are often away for a week, to leave my car outside my house on the slip road, thus allowing other residents of my house to have free access for their vehicles

 

Schedule 3 - Restricted Waiting - South side, next to central grass reservation

 

This surely should be No Waiting At Any Time, in any of this area i.e. double yellow, and no one should ever park on that side of the road, because when they do, it makes access up and down the slip road either hazardous or impossible?

	Gallows Hill Lane
	I would like to have it noted that I do not agree with Schedule 1 but would be pleased if Schedule 2 was implemented.  If most of the residents prefer Schedule 3 I have no problems with that either.  
	

	Gallows Hill Lane 
	As a resident of Gallows Hill Lane (27) overall the proposals make sense to me and are welcomed however I would appreciate it if the following points could be taken into consideration:

· At present there are a small number of trees on the grass verge between the slip road and the main road. Cars regularly park on the grass verge as an alternative to when there is no parking space available on the road. This has led to the verges becoming covered in deep ruts particularly in the winter months and looking very untidy with vans and cars parked up the hill. 
· Would be it possible to increase the number of trees to avoid this parking increasing once the new restrictions are in force?
· Will the parking restrictions apply to parking on the grass as well?
· On the plans, the proposed waiting restriction goes as far as 27 Gallows Hill Lane. It also shows that 29 has a drop down kerb when in fact it does not.

·  Would it be possible to extend the restriction to include 29 as well? Also any future documentation should be corrected.


	

	Abbots Langley Parish Council 
	Members understand the reasons for the proposed order and they are also concerned that parking on the central grass area between the slip road and Gallows Hill Lane is causing damage and making this amenity green space look unattractive so it was agreed to suggest measures to prevent this happening may need to be taken.


	

	Hazelbury Avenue, Abbots Langley 
	I would suggest that one side effect of these proposals is that more cars will be parking in Hazelbury Avenue.  I don’t have any particular problem with this, but for safety reasons can I suggest that double yellow lines are added on both sides of the road at the following locations:

1)
Junction of Gallows Hill Lane and Hazelbury Avenue

2)
“L” bend in Hazelbury Avenue

3)
Junction of Gallows Hill and Hazelbury Avenue 

I frequently witness many near misses at these 3 locations, and the situation would only be made worse if cars were parked right up to the corners in these locations, as they would be sure to do once parking restrictions are extended elsewhere.  
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
