  STATUS OF LAVROCK LANE, CROXLEY GREEN.

Summary
1.1
  To advise on the status and ownership of Lavrock Lane, Croxley Green.

2.
Background

2.1   Members will be aware that there has recently been considerable damage done to the part of Croxley Hall woods adjoining the railway by Arbourtech, the contractors for Metronet Ltd.

2.2
The vehicles used by Arbourtech gained access to the woods via Lavrock Lane, Croxley Green causing considerable concern to local residents and Ward Members.

2.2 The status and ownership of Lavrock Lane is unclear and Members requested that they be informed of the present owner/owners of the lane and any other interests effecting vehicle access.

3. Details

3.1 The Land Registry search reveals that the whole of Lavrock lane is unregistered 

                    and the lane has not been adopted by the Highway authority. Within the Deeds 

                    of the Croxley Hall woods it would appear that there was reserved to the  

                    Vendors, Rickmansworth UDC a right of way over and along Lavrock Lane 

                    marked cross hatched on the plan in Appendix A from Scots Hill to Croxley Hall 

                    Farm.

                   There was no liability to repair or maintain or contribute to the repair and 

                    maintenance of the Lane, but this exception was not to relieve the owners or 

                    occupiers (except the Vendors) of premises fronting onto the lane from any 

                    liability to repair the lane or from any charges imposed by the Highway 

                    Authority in connection with the making up and taking over the road.

3.1.1 This Council has a right to pass and re-pass over the lane marked by                     

                    hatching in Appendix A conveyed by a conveyance from Siegwart Floor Co Ltd 

                    to Rickmansworth Urban District Council on 25 September 1958.  The 

                    ownership of the remaining parts of Lavrock Lane are unclear but this Council 

                    does not have registered title to any part of the lane. There are no records in the 

                    Council’s Land Terrier that the remaining part of the lane has ever been in this 

                    Council’s ownership.
