  THREE RIVERS PARKING SCHEME

1.
Summary
1.1
  To agree new parking restrictions based on prioritised list of districtwide schemes.

2.
Details

2.1   Appended to the report is a list of requests for new parking restrictions, which have been ranked based on issues of traffic safety, commuter parking in residential areas and local demand for parking space.

2.2 The Council in recent years has implemented approximately six new Traffic Regulation Orders (TROs) per year (in addition to the major reviews in Rickmansworth and Chorleywood).  TROs in Three Rivers are enforced by the contractor Vinci, by agreement with Watford Council.

2.3 The next six priorities for implementation (excluding Old Mill Road, Hunton Bridge where the Waste Transfer Station has now closed, and roads immediately around Croxley Station where restrictions will shortly be implemented in Winton Drive) are as follows: - 

2.4 Breakspear Road, Abbots Langley (junctions of Popes, Adrian, Langley and Garden Roads); Junction of Carpenters Wood Drive & Blacketts Wood Drive, Chorleywood; Little Green School, Lincoln Drive, Croxley Green; Ainsdale Road, South Oxhey; Abbey Drive, Leavesden; and Malvern Way junctions with Barton Way and Lancing Way; Croxley Green. The need for each restriction is set out in the appendix.

Options/Reasons for Recommendation

  These six schemes are identified because they are ranked highest principally on grounds of traffic safety.

Policy/Budget Implications
4.1
The recommendations in this report are within the Council’s agreed policy and budgets.  
5.
Financial Implications
5.1   The direct cost includes engineering design (£5,000), costs associated with advertising the orders both at draft and final stages (£3,000) and legal costs attached to drafting and finalising the orders (£10,000). All of this work is specialised and cannot currently be undertaken in house. This gives a total estimated cost for the six schemes of £18,000.

5.2 The Council has allocated £75,000 for new parking schemes in the 2005/6 capital programme. Of this, £29,500 has been allocated for the review of Rickmansworth Parking Scheme and £5,000 for two revisions to Chorleywood parking scheme.

7.1   Motorists with disabilities who are entitled to a Blue Badge are entitled to park for up to three hours on a yellow line parking restriction provided they do not cause an obstruction. The Council has produced a leaflet giving more details of the concessions available.

8.1   Parking restrictions are designed by the Council’s consultant engineer. The traffic regulation orders are prepared by a specialist legal practice. The process is overseen by staff in the department of Leisure and Environment.

  One of the principal aims of parking restrictions is to increase highway safety.

Risk Management Implications
13.1   New parking restrictions can result in displacement of cars into other areas with new safety and vehicle congestion issues created. The effectiveness of new restrictions requires careful monitoring.

Recommendation
14.1 That   new parking restrictions be prepared and Traffic Regulation Orders be advertised for Breakspeare Road, Abbots Langley (junctions with Popes, Adrian, Langley and Garden Roads); junction of Carpenters Wood Drive and Blacketts Wood Drive, Chorleywood; Little Green School, Lincoln Drive, Croxley Green; Ainsdale Road, South Oxhey; Abbey Drive, Leavesden; and Malvern Way junction with Barton Way and Lancing Way; Croxley Green.

14.2 That relevant representations be reported to the Committee before Orders are confirmed.
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
