Appendix 1 Hillside Road, Quickley Lane, Berks Hill and Shire Lane Parking Restrictions

Summary of Questionnaire Responses


Hillside Road Responses

6 responses in total – 4 in favour of the proposed restrictions (Chorleywood Free Church included). 4 requested residents parking permits allowing residents to park throughout the one hour restriction. Concern was expressed that some properties do not have sufficient off road parking. 

Quickley Lane Responses

9 responses in total – 8 in favour of the scheme. 1 stated restrictions should be all the way to Rendelsham Way and 1 said Rendelsham Way should be included in the scheme. 2 requested double yellow lines be placed at the corners of Hillside Road and Quickley Lane as parking there causes visibility problems. 1 requested residents parking permits to allow parking through the proposed one hour ban.

Berks Hill Responses

23 responses in total – 20 in favour of the scheme, 3 requested residents parking permits to allow parking through the one hour ban. 1 was against any further restrictions as the yellow lines are detrimental to the appearance of Chorleywood.

Shire Lane Responses

10 responses in total - 7 in favour of the scheme, 6 stated that the service road on Shire lane should also be included. 3 requested residents parking permits to allow them to park through one hour restriction

South Road Responses

9 responses in total – 6 in favour of the scheme. 1 suggested that double yellow lines be placed done one side of Hillside Road , South Road and Shire Lane. Concern expressed by 3 residents that there are insufficient parking bays in South Road to cope with any displaced commuter parking. 3 requested residents permit scheme to allow residents to park during restrictions.

Haddon Road Responses

7 responses in total - 5 in favour of proposed restrictions. 3 were concerned that if restrictions were to be introduced commuters would park in Haddon Road and wish Haddon Road to be included in the scheme. 3 requested residents parking permits for restricted areas and for Haddon Road if included in the scheme.

Email Responses with no address

2 received. 1 in favour and one against. 1 stated that the service Road in Shire Lane should be included in the restrictions.

Hertfordshire Highways – stated that they had no objections to the scheme but asked if a disabled parking bay be included in the proposals.

Chorleywood Parish Council – Agreed with proposed parking restrictions in Hillside Road and the surrounding roads. 

Main Summary

68 responses in total. – 53 in favour of the proposed restrictions. 17 requested residents parking permits to allow parking through restricted hours. 7 requested that parking restrictions should also be applied to the service road on Shire Lane to prevent displaced commuter parking. 3 responses requested Haddon Road should be included in the scheme to prevent displaced commuter parking. Disabled bay should also be included in the proposed scheme outside the church.

Conclusions.

Four hour parking bays to be made available near Chorleywood Free Church to include one Disabled Parking Bay. One hour parking restrictions (10am – 11am) to be applied to Hillside Road, Quickley Lane (to its junction with Rendelsham Way), Berks Hill and Shire Lane ( up to and including the service road). To introduce a residents permit scheme that will allow residents of all these roads to park through the restricted hour. To use “Primrose” yellow lines to be in keeping with the Conservation Area. 

Displacement of commuter parking should be monitored in Haddon Road and South Road.
