APPOINTMENTS TO BODIES WITH EXECUTIVE FUNCTIONS


(DSS)

1.
Summary

1.1 To determine appointments to the following bodies exercising executive functions: Watford and Three Rivers Energy Agency Forum; Three Rivers Community Safety Partnership Three Rivers District Local Strategic Partnership; Housing and Regeneration Initiative (HARI) and the ICT Panel (non executive function).

Details

2.1
Watford and Three Rivers Energy Agency
2.1.1
This body exercises a statutory executive function under the Homes Energy Conservation Act 1985.  Two Executive Members are to be appointed, last year's representatives being Councillors Phil Brading and Martin Trevett.

2.2
Three Rivers Community Safety Partnership Board & Coordinating Group

2.2.1
The Board has replaced the Three Rivers District Community Safety Group and the Three Rivers Community Safety Forum. It leads the Community Safety Partnership and its constituent groups and makes strategic decisions concerning community safety. It is an executive function requiring the appointment of one Executive Member, last year’s representative being Councillor Roger Seabourne. 

2.2.2.
The Community Safety Coordinating Group to carries out functions delegated by the Community Safety Board by managing, coordinating and tasking the work of the Partnership concerned with delivery of the Community Safety Strategy.  It reports to the Community Safety Board.  One Executive Member will need to be appointed to the Group, last year’s representative being Councillor Ann Shaw (OBE).

2.3
Three Rivers District Local Strategic Partnership

2.3.1
The Local Strategic Partnership (LSP) oversees the process of community planning for the District.  The LSP consists of key organisations that deliver services across the District (Police and Police Authority, Watford and Three Rivers Primary Care Trust, Hertfordshire County Council, Three Rivers Council for Voluntary Services and Three Rivers District Council). One nomination is required. 

2.4
Housing  and Regeneration Initiative (HARI)

2.4.1
HARI is a partnership between this Council and Watford Borough Council and its purpose is to enable the two councils and Registered Social Landlords with stock in the areas to work together to increase the supply of affordable housing; increase community sustainability; improve the services offered to residents and bring benefits to both the residents of social housing in the areas and individual member organisations. Three appointments are required.  Last year's representatives were Councillors Matthew Bedford, Nena Spellen and Richard Struck.

2.5
ICT Panel

2.5.1
Six appointments should be made on a 3:2:1 basis to be drawn from all Members since this body does not exercise executive powers.  Last year’s representatives were Councillors John Hawxwell, Richard Laval, David Sansom, Richard Struck, Len Tippen and Brian White.

The Executive Committee is required to appoint to these bodies to allow the Council to fulfil its functions.

The exceptions are the ICT Panel which is not a decision-making body and to which membership can therefore be appointed from all Council Members.
