To request that The Director of Leisure and Environment be given delegated responsibility for authorising officers to carry out functions with regard to Environmental Protection enforcement.

A report to PSHPP on 23 February 06 recommended to Council that the Head of Environmental Protection be authorised to approve any covert surveillance necessary, and that the 5 Environmental Inspectors be authorised to carry out enforcement (minute PH.PP77/05 refers).  However for effective day to day management of the legislation, wider powers need to be given to officers.  It is therefore suggested that the Director of Leisure and Environment be given delegated responsibility to authorise the appropriate officers to enforce the relevant provisions.
