To receive the recommendations of the Public Services and Health Policy Panel held on 2 November 2006 in relation to item 9a-9c of the agenda for the Executive Committee on 27 November 2006 as detailed.


9a – Recycling Contamination Issues

The Panel recommended that:-

(1)
temporary staff be employed to go out with recycling crews and list types of contaminant in boxes;

(2) if officers believe that residents within a block of flats are deliberately contaminating their recycling bins, then the facilities be temporarily removed from that block, subject to review of that decision.


9b – Update on the recycling of beverage containers

The Panel recommended:-

(1) not to expand the scheme throughout the District at present;

(2) that the trial sites be temporarily removed, subject to review should the UK reprocessing market change.

9c – Review of Environmental Protection fees & Charges 2007/08
The Panel recommended that:-
(1)
the following proposed increased charges be included in the Environmental Protection service plan:-

(i)
Commercial waste charges be increased as detailed in Appendix 1;

(ii)
A charge of £2.40 per bin emptied be introduced for Pub glass;  

(iii)
Cemetery charges be increased as detailed in Appendix 4

Clinical waste charges be increased as detailed in Appendix 3

that officers carry out further work to establish the operational requirements and cost implications of providing a commercial waste recycling service in future years, and submit a report to this panel.
