From the priorities and criteria, the Executive Committee be asked to use the following scoring system to identify which three shopping parades be considered for implementation in the three year programme:

· Car ownership: Low scores 4, high scores 1

· Index of Multiple Deprivation: Most deprived scores 4, least scores 1

· Catchment population: high scores 4, low scores 1

· Vacant properties: actual number recorded

· General physical condition: the more in need of refurbishment the higher the score

· Geographic distribution: high scores = poor access to other centres, low = close to other centres
