Agenda Item 9a – New Parking Schemes

that the parking scheme for Marlin Square, Abbots Langley be not implemented, but the proposal for a one-way street be discussed with Hertfordshire Highways and residents;

that the parking scheme for Bucknalls Lane and Lemonfield Drive be implemented subject to the further views of Hertfordshire Highways; and

that the junction safety parking scheme at Quickley Lane and Hillside Road be implemented as proposed.

Agenda Item 9b – Consideration Of ‘Pump-Priming’ Measures In Relation To The Delivery Of Affordable Housing In Three Rivers
