Agenda Item 8a – Bank Holiday and Christmas Refuse and Recycling Collection Arrangements  

The Executive Committee be recommended:

that, with regards to the Royal Wedding catch up, the Public Services and Health Policy and Scrutiny Committee recommend to the Executive Committee their preferred ‘catch- up’ option would be Option 3 subject to guarantees that the publicity for the collections would be available to be distributed at the end of March/beginning of April with the Weekly Organic Waste collection calendars and details be provided in Three Rivers Times for the Executive Committee to consider in conjunction with the results of the formal staff survey and more information from Hertfordshire County Council regarding the likelihood of the respective tipping sites being open;

that the Public Services and Health Policy and Scrutiny Committee  recommend to the Executive Committee that the arrangements for Christmas 2011/12 as detailed in Section 2.2.2 of the report are agreed; and

that the Public Services and Health Policy and Scrutiny Committee recommend to the Executive Committee that the catch up service as detailed in section 2.3.2 of the report for the Diamond Jubilee in 2012 is agreed.

Agenda Item 8b – Community Toilets Update
The Executive Committee be recommended:

(i) that the Harvester in Croxley Green continue to be used as a community toilet and that the facility at the Bookmakers in Abbots Langley be retained only until a more suitable site was found and that the Royal Oak public house facility be retained; 

(ii) that the community toilet budget be increased by £1,200 to finance these two toilets; and

(iii) that the scheme continues to be publicised through local media including the website and Three Rivers Times.
