Appendix A – Feedback from remaining projects funded during 2011-12
Croxley Green Baptist Church – The Quench Cafe

Croxley Baptist Church was awarded a grant of £1,000 towards the costs of sports and crafts equipment for the Quench Youth Café. So far the grant has purchased pool tables, softball equipment, basketball equipment, jewellery and craft making equipment and a giant tumble tower. The new equipment has been in use every Thursday evening (except in August) and currently 60-65 young people from the Croxley Green and Rickmansworth area attend each week.

Sarratt Festival of Music
This year’s concerts were scheduled as:
Friday September 21st 7.45 pm - Paul Lewis (piano)

Paul Lewis is internationally recognised as one of the leading pianists of his generation. His many awards include the Royal Philharmonic Society’s Instrumentalist of the Year, the South Bank Show Classical Music Award and three Gramophone awards, including Record of the Year in 2008. In 2010 he was the first pianist in the history of the BBC Proms to perform all five Beethoven concertos in a single Proms season. In Sarratt he was to perform a programme of Schubert sonatas, a composer with whom he has a special affinity.
Saturday September 22nd 7.45pm - The Haffner Ensemble (wind quintet and piano).

The Haffner Ensemble is one of Britain’s leading chamber ensembles. Each member is a soloist in their own right and the breadth of their musical experience creates a secure and fluent ensemble, one that plays with freshness and vivacity. They are regularly heard on BBC Radio 3 and Classic FM and have appeared at many leading festivals including Aldeburgh and the Proms. The programme included Mozart’s Quintet for piano and wind and Poulenc’s exuberant sextet.
Wednesday September 26th Children’s Workshops

Travelling by Tuba gave a series of workshops to the children of Sarratt School throughout the school day. This was arranged by the SFM committee with the headmaster of Sarratt School.
Travelling by Tuba is one of the UK’s busiest and most successful classical music duos. Formed twenty-one years ago, they now perform in excess of 200 concerts a year, playing venues such as the Barbican Centre, St. David’s Hall and the Bridgewater Hall. They are selected artists for the Making Music Concert Promoters Network for 2013/14, and have developed a highly successful award-winning education programme suitable for children of all ages. It has been featured on Channel 4 on their Okey Cokey Karioke programme and in the Times Educational Supplement.
Friday September 28th 7.45pm - “100 years of Jazz in 99 minutes” by The Jazz Repertory Company.

Six jazz multi instrumentalists created a highly entertaining journey through the decades taking in everything from New Orleans to BeBop, Swing to Latin, Hot to Cool, and Louis

Armstrong to Joe Zawinul. The music was interspersed with fascinating stories from the music’s history as well as the inimitable humour of the band’s musical director Pete Long.
Saturday September 29th 7.45pm - Craig Ogden (solo guitar)

Australian born Craig Ogden is one of the UK’s most recorded guitarists. His Classic FM albums “The Guitarist” and “Summertime” went straight to No.1 in the UK classical chart

in the summers of both 2010 and 2011. His programme included Scarlatti sonatas and some popular Spanish music including Recuerdos de Alhambra by Francisco Tarrega.

The 4 main concerts, we sold 681 seats overall. Two concerts were sold out, and we had to use extra seats in the balcony for the Jazz concert.

The children’s event this year was a day of workshops for all the children of Sarratt School which the committee provided at no charge to the school or the children – about 180 children attended.

The majority of these tickets were sold to Three Rivers residents, with over 60% being concession tickets (i.e. over-65).

Therefore total Festival of Music attendees (concertgoers and schoolchildren) would have been 861 (if the Paul Lewis concert had gone ahead as planned), as it turned out the number was 679.

Unfortunately Mr Lewis was taken ill on the day of his concert (Friday), and was therefore unable to perform. The committee was informed of this after midday on the day of the concert, and was unable to take any other action than cancel the concert, inform all the ticket-holders by phone and email, and then refund their money. This was done – all ticket-holders were contacted by 6.30 pm, and money started being refunded at the Saturday night concert. So the problem was dealt with efficiently, but obviously this has had a negative financial impact, and reduced the number of total attendees

Rickmansworth School Community Outreach Project

The project received a £950 grant specifically towards the costs of the lectures part of this project and these are still in the process of being organised. However the following overall project feedback has been received:

1) Royal Institution Masterclasses: Year 9 Science Leaders deliver challenging science investigations to Year 6 pupils at 10 local Primary schools. These schools are in turn invited into Rickmansworth School to make use of our laboratories and specialised equipment. Masterclasses seek to develop scientific enquiry, team working skills and independent enquiry. This project was funded by the Royal Institute and costs for equipment were covered by additional sponsorship. 

2) Tuesday Night Lectures: A month of public lectures aimed at engaging everyone from students to local residents with the sciences. The lectures will take on a new format with the first 30 minutes dedicated to pre-lecture workshops to ensure the lecture content is accessible to all. Themes will include sustainability and health and disease, topics that are of interest and important to the general public. This project is still in completion. Lectures were booked and had to be cancelled due to the venue pulling out. The lectures are in the process of being rescheduled for this academic year 2012/13. The costs for this project will be covered by the community grant. 
The perceived outcomes and benefits will be to provide an opportunity for members of the public to gain an insight into disease. For diseases such as cancer, this we allow sufferers or carers to understand the condition, awareness of treatments, and insight into how the field of research is developing new cures and understanding of what causes cancer. This will instill a positive, coping attitude towards cancer. It will also encourage students into a science career to continue research into disease and potential cures. Lectures of diseases such as AIDs will seek to raise awareness of methods of prevention of the spread of HIV, reduce stigma associated with the disease, and discuss the current research into potential cures or management of AIDs. Lectures on sustainability and pollution will promote recycling and waste management. This will build upon Three Rivers move to a greener community. The lectures have been running in a different format for the last two years with a decline in success due to inaccessible content and after evaluation of the format, it was decided that pre-lecture workshops would address this problem. Subject matter that was relevant to the general public would increase popularity.

3) Science on Safari: Science on Safari takes Year 5 and 6 pupils on an adventure to complete kitchen experiments, WebQuests, blogging and VideoQuests. 10 primary schools will be invited to take part in as many or as little activities as they wish. Pupils will be encouraged to share their observations with others using the Virtual Learning Environment which has been created to sustain this programme. Pupils will be encouraged to visit local nature reserves and promote an awareness of local biodiversity and conservation. Activities will also educate pupils about the need to recycle and stop littering. The use of awards will build in a sense of achievement and the need to continue with practices they learn during their Science on Safari adventure. This project is now being hosted by students, they have investigated exciting experiments to include and will launch this project to the local primary schools this summer to coincide with the Year 11 and Year 12 students going to Africa on World Challenge.
South Oxhey and Carpenders Park Messy Church

In April the Messy Church received a £500 grant to purchase a hot cabinet for when they prepare their meals. The Messy Church is currently hosted by the Methodist Church in South Oxhey, which is in the process of moving premises. The new church has had some structural problems and as yet the building of it is not yet complete. The builders have now said that the work will be completed by January, which is when the hot cabinet will be purchased and installed in to the new kitchen.

Rickmansworth Waterways Trust

The Rickmansworth Waterways Trust received a £6,000 capital grant from TRDC along with a grant of £12,000 from the PRISM Fund of the Arts Council England and a grant of just under £14,000 from the Heritage Lottery Fund, to help repair and conserve the wooden canal boat Roger (one of only 20 wooden canal boats still working).

The tasks/work undertaken to complete the project were:

· To replace the stem post – in oak, including new block between the stem post and the keelson.

· Renew 13ft of bottom planking, in opepe.

· Replace the flashes, in oak.

· Replace the top plank on the starboard side.

· Block repair to the second hull plank in the same area.

· Replace the fore deck block, in oak.

Additional work carried out and funded by the Waterways Trust itself were:

· Renew boarding at the back of the cabin, in pitch pine mounted on oak fillet and finished with oak strip.

· Block repairs to bottom planking.

· Complete the replacement of tin plate guard to bottom planking end grain, extending it to cover full depth of planking.

· Repaired small split on port side below engine room door.

· Refurbished gunwales after removal of side cloths.

· Repaired the counter cants

· Railway track ballast unloaded, cut up and reloaded.

Benefits from the project:

The immediate benefit was the recovery of the boat from a worrying degree of rot which would shortly have led to a very large and probably unaffordable problem. But as above, there have been many others, and they will continue to accrue.

The Trust is now able to plan usage of the boat and to make it widely available for everyone to enjoy, giving people the very rare insight into boats like Roger.

Perhaps best of all, the Trusts education work continues to interest large numbers of children and young people. They’ll now be able to enjoy Roger for many years to come, thanks to the support they’ve had for their conservation work.  

South Oxhey Children’s Centre – Trim Tots Programme
The project has taken place and the results of which are now going to be evaluated by the UCL Institute of Child Health. This is a pilot programme and although the South Oxhey sessions have now been completed, there are still other schemes/sessions running in other areas. The UCL Institute of Child Health will not be completing the evaluation report until January 2013, once all the schemes are completed. In total 11 Children Centres and 200 families from across Hertfordshire have been taking part in the programme.
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
