Summary
1.1
  To note the responses from the consultation on the proposed Rickmansworth Neighbourhood Forum and Rickmansworth Neighbourhood Area.   

2.
Details

2.1 The Neighbourhood Planning (General) Regulations 2012 came into force on 6 April 2012.  Following the adoption of this legislation, applications can now be made to the Council to designate areas in the District as Neighbourhood Areas and to designate certain organisations/bodies as Neighbourhood Forums in order that Neighbourhood Development Plans and Neighbourhood Development Orders can be produced for an area.  
2.2 The Town and Country Planning Act 1990 (as amended by the Localism Act) and The Neighbourhood Planning (General) Regulations 2012 set out the requirements and procedures for the designation of Neighbourhood Forums and Neighbourhood Areas.  

2.3 An application was made to the Council on 16 July 2012 by residents in Rickmansworth to be designated as the Rickmansworth Neighbourhood Forum and to designate an area in Rickmansworth as the Rickmansworth Neighbourhood Area.  
Proposed Rickmansworth Neighbourhood Forum and Rickmansworth Neighbourhood Area
2.4
The consultation period, lasting for a period of six weeks from 3 August 2012 to 14 September 2012, sought residents’ views on the proposed Rickmansworth Neighbourhood Forum and Rickmansworth Neighbourhood Area.  
2.5
As part of the consultation process, every household and business within the proposed area received a hand-delivered copy of the consultation leaflet, inviting residents’ views on the proposal.  A Press Notice was published in the Watford Observer on Friday 3 August 2012 and the consultation documents were readily available to view at Rickmansworth Library and the Council offices.  The consultation documents were published on the Council’s website and posters were erected at community notice boards in Rickmansworth.  A copy of the consultation poster is attached as Appendix 1 and a copy of the consultation leaflet as Appendix 2.

30 responses were received which, for purposes of ease, are summarised below:

Neighbourhood Forum


Supporting comments
· Would support the forming of a community body to promote the interest of the community and safeguard the local area

· The Forum would promote improvement of social, economic and environmental wellbeing

· If potential membership is and remains as stated in the constitution, the proposed Forum is appropriate

· Will provide a voice for local people with regards to local development

· Appropriate and desirable



Objections
· The submitted documents do not indicate whether a Neighbourhood Development Plan is the intention of the Forum

· A Neighbourhood Forum, as defined on the Localism Act, is not the correct mechanism for promoting a vibrant town centre or safeguarding a community

· The interim Chairman and Vice-Chairman live outside of the proposed area

· Concern that the proposed Forum is aimed at filling the void created by a non-existent Parish or Town Council in Rickmansworth.   

· Membership not representative of the community

· Elected individuals and Council employees should deal with planning decisions, not a community group

· Forum is not inclusive to all Rickmansworth community

· Proposed Forum would contribute to unnecessary bureaucracy

· Existing local government arrangements work effectively

· Elected Councillors represent the community therefore Forum is not needed

· Existing planning process is open and robust, a Neighbourhood Forum is unnecessary
· The area would not benefit from having such an organisation similar to that of a Parish Council

· Rickmansworth is a thriving community and there is no need for a Forum

· Politically motivated and undemocratic
· Does not benefit all residents of Rickmansworth

· The Council is already very open and democratic

· Lack of publicity for inaugural meetings

Supporting comments
· Proposed area is correct and suitable

· Area is appropriate on the assumption that it is equivalent to a Parish Council

· Appropriate and desirable



Objections
· More explanation needed to justify position of boundary

· The proposed boundary fails to include residences of some main users of Rickmansworth Town Centre

· Proposed area does not promote inclusivity

· Disconnected areas are included, whereas some main residential areas close to the Town Centre have been excluded

· Area has been drawn according to political boundaries rather than for the purposes of town planning
· Localities associated with the Cedars Estate and Rickmansworth Town Centre are excluded

  The responses to the consultation are summarised in this report so that the Executive Committee are aware of the responses received.

With the exception of the Rickmansworth and District Residents’ Association, all responses received were from individuals.  Many expressed strong support or objection to the proposal, whilst others expressed a neutral opinion.  The responses are summarised as such:

Whether the purpose of the proposed Neighbourhood Forum will promote the improvement of the social, economic and environmental wellbeing of the proposed Rickmansworth Neighbourhood Area.





What happens to my comments?





Following the close of the consultation, the comments that are received will be considered and we will decide whether to formally designate the Rickmansworth Neighbourhood Forum and the Rickmansworth Neighbourhood Area.  





Should designation of this proposed neighbourhood forum and area be made, no other organisation or body may be designated for that neighbourhood area until that designation expires or is withdrawn.

Comments will be made available on the Council’s website.
