Summary
1.1
To consider objections made in respect of the Three Rivers (Poplars 27 Sandy Lodge Lane Moor Park Northwood) Tree Preservation Order 2017.  This report sets out the officer’s recommendations to confirm this Order without modification.
2.
Details

2.1
The Three Rivers (Poplars 27 Sandy Lodge Lane Moor Park Northwood) Tree Preservation Order 2017 and was made is respect of a Section 211. Notice which proposed pollarding the Limes just above the union break.
2.2
An objection has been submitted regarding the Order from the owner of Poplars 27 Sandy Lodge Lane Moor Park Northwood on the following basis:
(a) Resident has re applied for permission that was previously given in 2007 to pollard to 10m

(b) To allow more afternoon light into the garden
(c) Black honey dew destroying the vegetation and grass 

(d) Too many trees in the rear garden (11 in total)

(e) Dropping large branches into the garden and roots are damaging public drains

In response to the above objections:

(a) Pollarding to 10m is seen as excessive. An on-site meeting suggested 


pollarding just above the break. Lesser works such as a crown reduction 



would be considered
(b) The garden is north facing

(c) This is a small window that occurs in late summer and is not seen as 


problematic

(d) The trees add the silva and character of the area

(e) There will always be a potential risk of failure with trees. Regular surveys 

of trees should be promoted as good husbandry to ensure such trees 
are in good health and therefore less likely to fail. At the time of 
inspection the tree was found to be in a reasonable condition. No report 
or evidence has been submitted regarding damage to drains

Options/Reasons for Recommendation

There are two options available to the Committee:


(a)
Confirm the Order without modification.


(b)
Not to confirm the Order. This would mean that the tree/s would not be provided statutory protection.
