Item 4A - E-Procurement

that the Council gives a commitment to the Centre of Excellence, via Herts County Council, that in consideration for the financial assistance that they are providing the Council will make staff resources available to ensure the success of this project;

that the Council upgrades from the current version of Radius to Powersolve 2000; and

(4)
that the Council carries out a scoping exercise with a view to replacing the existing server which supports the financial system.
