Winton Drive
Letter received  stating they are against restrictions as there are no commuters parking in this area of Winton Drive and suggest that the parking restrictions only apply to half the road.
At least some of the parking is understood to be all-day commuters.

No provision for residents to park during one hour ban

Letter from resident stating that the overall restriction area is most welcome but the loss of the six day (08.30 – 18.30) is not and sees it as a backward step for the following reasons;

· Not all parking is commuter parking – many park in the afternoon to visit London theatres and at the moment 6.30pm is too late to reach Central London in time and the proposed new restrictions will allow parking from 2pm making it a convenient car park.

· With the opening of Wembley Stadium next year they are likely to be swamped on occasions with football parking as has happened previously prior to the old stadium closing – Croxley Station is a direct line to Wembley Park!

· The loss of the 6 days parking restrictions will allow the taxi & minibus company to spill from the station forecourt into Winton Drive – they now frequently use the two bays in which 20 min parking is allowed – under the new restrictions they will only need to change to the other side of the road at midday.

· Requests that we do not remove the existing 6 day restriction but add to them.

· Letter has also been signed by another residents agreeing with all above points but also asking for our reassurance that the area will be patrolled regularly by traffic wardens.

· Letter has also been signed by another resident.

· Letter from another resident stating agrees with the contents and views of the letter , but also adds that the entrance from Winton Drive into Springfield Close is frequently blocked by cars and vans – emergency vehicles will not be able to get through and residents have been unable to get out of their driveways and suggests that the right hand side of the road should have double yellow lines to prevent this.

· Letter from another resident stating they are in full agreement with the letter.

Letter from resident opposed to the proposed restrictions for the following reasons;

· The new restrictions will not make it easier for residents to park outside their properties as the Statement of Reason suggests which would cause problems for visitors and tradesmen during restricted hours,

· Has never experienced problems with people blocking his driveway  and if commuter parking is such a problem asks why a permit scheme isn’t proposed,

· States that traffic calming measures to prevent speeding

Letter from residents stating that whilst they appreciate that the proposed restrictions will prevent commuter parking they object to the no parking at “Any Time” outside their property as it will cause difficulties for family and friends visiting. If these restrictions are put in place, they request a special permit to allow them to park there, failing that would prefer only a one hour ban like their neighbours at number 110.
“Any Time” ban required at junctions. Consider permit parking scheme allowing residents and their visitors to park during the restricted time. Suggest annual permit of £20 as in Chorleywood + visitor permit arrangement.
Introduce rewidents’ permit parking scheme


Letter from residents congratulating the Council on its holistic approach which show imagination and foresight. He feels that the Statement of Reasons appear to be restrictive and suggests that it should include; 

· problems residents have in driving in and out of drive ways and the safety implications of such congested parking close to Malvern Way Infant School.

· The differential times on either side of the road gives residents and service providers flexibility.

Letter from residents objecting to proposals for the following reasons;

· Proposals will make it impossible for residents to park and this goes against the Statement of Reasons,

· Fewer parked cars will encourage speeding and increase danger to school children, will affect house prices, cause difficulties for elderly and infirm, and encourage residents to drive to work instead of using public transport as they can’t leave their cars. 
Suggest residents’ permit scheme. Cars parked in permit bays will help to keep traffic speed down.

Letter from residents stating that the scheme has been designed to prevent residents having difficulty parking outside their properties – the new restrictions will prevent people leaving their cars and wants to know how this makes parking easier for residents. Suggests that station car park charges are reduced and advertised to attract commuters.

Letter from residents stating that whilst agree with most of proposed restrictions has the following comments;

· Statement of Reasons gives main reason as being the difficulty caused to residents by commuter parking yet the proposed restrictions will preclude residents from parking outside their own property.

· Displacement will occur, suggests station car park charges are reduced.

· Agrees that corners should be restricted with no parking “At Any Time” but why for such a long distance (junction with Claremont Crescent) – suggests double yellow up to dropped kerb and followed by a single yellow line will have the same desired effect.
Permit system

Not a matter Council can influence. Letter sent to NCP who operate station car park seeking views.

Ensure “At Any Time” restrictions are kept to a minimum.

Email received from resident strongly against the plans for the parking restrictions as it would cause difficulties with picking children up from the Malvern Way Nursery School at 11.30am.

States that there doesn’t seem to be a problem with parking at present and that the proposed restrictions will move parking further up the road.
Consider 12 – 1 other 1-hour restriction instead.
Amend scheme to assist arrangements for the school


Letter from resident stating he’s in favour of the split parking restrictions on either side of the road. But also suggests the following;

 restrictions apply to Sat,

· that the parking restriction outside the garage in Winton Approach be two hour restrictions, that double yellow lines on corner of the south side of Winton Approach and outside the garage be lengthened to prevent congestion.

· Consideration should also be given to the other end of Winton Drive with its junction with Baldwins Lane.

Letter received from resident stating that in trying to prevent commuters from parking states that

· residents should be allowed to park outside their homes during the day.

· States that commuters will be displaced nearer to the school in Malvern Way and will cause danger to the infant school. 

· Suggests that free station car park is the better solution.

· Concerned that the proposed restrictions will encourage more people to pave the whole of their front gardens to avoid parking tickets.

Another letter received from residents stating that he hasn’t had cause to complain about commuter parking and that the problem is mainly in Winton Crescent and Springfield Close and they only started when restrictions were added in Frankland Road.. He believes that double yellow lines will be placed outside his house and it will be difficult for visitors to park not only during the day but at evenings and weekends – suggests that the single yellow line would be sufficient and that residents should have a pass to allow them to park during the restricted hours.

Suggests that the station car park should be free to commuters who have season tickets
Combination of “At Any Time” at junctions and permit bays should assist residents and prevent commuters

Letter from residents stating that they live on the corner of Winton Drive and Winton Approach so the whole length of his property will be affected by the proposed parking restrictions. States that;

· The high density parking on Winton Approach was due to the customers and employees of Broads Motors, which has since moved their premises to Watford. There are now few cars parked in Winton Approach

· That he has seen no evidence of commuter parking

· That the one hour ban will mean he can’t park outside own property

· That the extension of the double yellow lines will cause parking to be displaced outside his property and further down Winton Approach

· Believes that enforcement of single yellow lines will solve the problem of commuter parking

· Suggests that Council should lobby for lower car parking charges at the station

Letter received from residents stating

· Commuter parking is not an issue at the junction of Winton Drive and Girton Way

· There is adequate parking available at the station car park and permit parking here would be a better solution

· Restricting residents parking is unacceptable

· Concerned the Council will extend the restrictions in future without consultation to raise revenue

· Unfair that residents should be penalised where they have been able to for 70 years

· States that the proposal doesn’t take the residents needs into consideration and this is a political decision to raise more revenue

Letter from residents stating

· There is a station car park – what efforts have been made to negotiate with London Underground to reduce fees

· Believes the parking in Croxley has worsened since the introduction of parking restrictions in Rickmansworth

· Sympathises with residents who have commuters parking outside houses but if they were parking outside their houses commuters wouldn’t be able to

· Would find it inconvenient if couldn’t park outside own house

· There would be knock on effects – more front gardens will be concreted to provide parking and this will also effect the water table and drainage not to mention the wildlife

· Appreciates that cars parked on both sides of roads at junctions create a hazard, however removing parked cars encourages speeding creating a greater problem

· Traffic ahs already increased in Winton Drive as drivers avoid the speed restrictions in Baldwins Lane

· Restrictions cost money and these costs would be better spent reducing the cost of car parking and negotiating with London Underground for a permanent solution

· If restrictions are imposed would prefer a residents parking scheme which will cause less inconvenience for residents

Letter received from resident of Claremont Crescent opposed to the restrictions, particularly the double yellow lines in front of their property for the following reasons:

· They purchased property to accommodate their caravan and if the new restrictions are accepted then they will not be able to hitch the caravan to their car and carry out the necessary safety checks.

· Against footing the bill through Council Tax for lines that are not wanted.

· No existing problems with commuter parking

· Concerned that the restrictions in Winton Drive will encourage speeding vehicles and is concerned for the safety of the school children

· Concerned that they will affect the house value and want to be compensated

· Concerned that they will not be able to receive deliveries as vans etc will not be able to park

· Want a generous reduction in Council Tax

· Suggests that a free/cheap car park be provided for commuters 50p a day.
